Course Objectives

This course offers an introduction to Public Administration with an emphasis on public administration theory.
Max Weber, Frederick Taylor, Charles Lindblom and others who contributed to the historical development of
the field of public administration. Not only are the authors’ academic works examined but biographical
information about each is presented. Students are also introduced to a minority view of bureaucracy by
reading Goodell’s polemic on the subject.

Learning Outcomes
After successfully completing this course, students should be able to demonstrate:

familiarity with basic terminology used in public administration

basic knowledge of the historical evolution and development of public administration
an understanding of major theories in public administration and their authors.

an ability to critically examine both negative and positive reviews of bureaucracy
awareness of the role of bureaucracy in creating public policy
