Purpose/Objectives:

This an introductory course that explores the world of art. Students will develop a fundamental knowledge of
vocabulary, media, and art techniques that will ultimately inform the observation, classification, and
understanding of artwork from various cultures. Through a thematic and cultural approach, students will
become familiar with historical and contemporary artists and their artworks. The structure of this class is
formed through online video lectures, readings, assignments, group discussions, writing & research
assignments, quizzes, and exams via Canvas. Although this course is entirely online, it is important that a
positive learning environment and community is established. As a result, students will not only value the
opinions of peers, but also develop a deeper understanding of and appreciation for the arts.

This course has no prerequisite requirements.

Student Learning Outcomes:

1. Critical thinking: Students will learn to include creative thinking, innovation, inquiry and analysis,
evaluation and synthesis of information.

2. Communication: Students will learn how to include effective development, interpretation and
expression of ideas through written, oral and visual communication.

3. Teamwork: Students will examine works of art as a group which includes the ability to consider
different points of view and to work effectively with others to support a shared purpose or goal.

4. Social Responsibility: includes intercultural competence, knowledge of civic responsibility and the
ability to engage effectively in regional, national and global communities.

Minimum Technology Requirements: Students will need access to a computer with a high-speed internet
connection, Canvas, cell phone with camera or digital camera, and a google email account in order to
complete the course requirements.

Quizzes:

There will be ten open-book quizzes. Quizzes are designed to ensure comprehension of course content and
help in preparation for the exams. Quizzes are due by 11:59 p.m. the week they are assigned. Students will
have 3 hours to complete each Reading & Open-book Quiz.

Assignments:

There will be ten online assignments throughout the semester. Assignments will be either discussion based or
multiple answer/choice, matching, true/false questions. Assignments are due by 11:59 p.m. the week they are
assigned.

Research & Writing Collaboration Assignment:

There will be one research and writing assignment. Part of this assignment will be collaborative. The
collaborative portion of the assignment will be completed online using the Collaborations feature on Canvas.
Each student will receive an individual grade that reflects his/her contribution to the group. The writing and
research collaboration assignment is due by 11:59 p.m. the week it is assigned.

Exams:

There will be four exams. The final, fourth exam will NOT be cumulative. There will be absolutely no late
submissions, make-ups, or re-takes. Exams will cover vocabulary and concepts covered in the readings and
open-book quizzes, videos, lectures, and assignments. Each exam is comprised of two randomly selected essay
guestions. Students will have 15 minutes to answer each question. An exam study guide will be provided for
each exam, with all possible essay questions listed. Exams are due by 11:59 p.m. the week they are assigned.

Late Submission policy:
Late assignments, quizzes, and exams will not be accepted. All assignments, quizzes, and exams must be

submitted by 11:59 p.m. on the assigned due dates.

Your final grade for the course will be based upon completion of the following:

25% Open-book Quizzes (10 quizzes at 5 points each, 50 points total)
25% Assignments (10 assignments at 5 points each, 50 points total)

25% Research & Writing Assignment (3-part assignment, 50 points total)
25% Exams (4 exams at 12.5 points each, 50 points total)
