(The research project in this course has the primary objective of allowing the student to gain a
deeper understanding of a key figure, event, digital media, or movement in Hispanic culture. To
this end, your assignment is to choose one of the above elements and explain his/her/its
significance and historical legacy in cultural context. The paper has three basic
components/stages: selection of topic, bibliography, and an outline of the paper, and final paper.
As an alternative to this traditional approach, a student may also produce a video of ten [10]
minutes duration that complies with the objectives of the project. A student should contact the
instructor if he or she is interested in this alternative.)




Topic: September 26 on Canvas (10% of paper grade)
You are responsible for selecting your own topic from the above list. Please turn in on this date a
written statement indicating your selection. More than one student may write on the same topic.

Bibliography and Outline of Paper: Due 31 October on Canvas (15% of paper grade)

A bibliography listing at least five (5) sources and an outline of the paper is due on this date.
These sources may be journal articles, books, chapters, or Internet sites (see note below). The
reference librarians in our library are available to help you find sources, and I will also gladly
assist you. Lanic (Latin American Network Information Center) (http.//www.lanic.utexas.edu),
Google Scholar, JSTOR (a full-text index available through the UT Tyler library), and libraries
of large research institutions such as the University of Texas, the University of California at
Berkeley, Yale University, and the University of Pennsylvania are also good places to start. You
may obtain many full-text articles online. However, you may need to use Interlibrary Loan and if
so0, you should allow yourself adequate time for receiving and reviewing sources; generally, it
takes 1-2 weeks to receive interlibrary loan materials. Your bibliography should adhere to MLA
style as explained in the MLA Handbook for Writers of Research Papers, 9" ed. (please consult
the Purdue Writing Center online).

Note: On-line (Internet) sources are acceptable as long as they are from recognized
authorities in the field, usually from a university site (edu) or from a recognized
organization (org).

Final Paper: Due 5 December on Canvas
A final formal paper explaining the context and importance of the student’s topic is due on this date. Late
papers will suffer a reduction of one letter grade.

Format:

1. The research paper must be written in Spanish and be at least 1, 000 words in length. As
per MLA style, do not include a cover sheet or plastic cover.

2. In the introductory paragraph, include a clearly stated thesis statement. In this sentence, state the focus
of your paper and your overall objective.

3. Spell check the final version of your paper and double check for accents. Also use a font size of twelve,
double spacing, and margins of one inch for the top, bottom, and sides. Please follow MLA style
throughout your paper. Begin your paper with the following heading:
