Course Description: A study of the real number system, fractions, decimals, absolute values,
percentages, comparisons and proportional reasoning, signed numbers, solving linear equations and
inequalities, simplifying expressions and functions.

Course Prerequisites: TSI-liable in math.

Student Learning Outcomes: Upon completion of this course, students should be able to do the
following:

e Demonstrate an understanding of the real number system by doing arithmetic with real numbers,
graphing numbers on the real number line, simplifying algebraic expressions using properties of real
numbers, and by constructing algebraic expressions.

« Solve linear equations and inequalities, find equations of lines, and graph linear equations and
inequalities.

e Evaluate and graph functions and be able to analyze the graph of a function.

» Demonstrate knowledge of exponent and radical rules by simplifying and rewriting algebraic
expressions involving exponents and radicals.

e Simplify and factor algebraic expressions involving polynomials and rational functions.

Course Evaluation: This course is not credit-bearing. To pass the class a student must pass an
Intermediate Algebra exam with a score of 70% or greater.

About this course: Math 0303 will be taught on a 5-week cycle. After the first cycle, students will
be given a test. If a student earns a passing grade of 70% or above, the student has completed the
course. If not, the student will repeat the 5-week cycle and have another chance to take the exam. In
total, each student will have 3 opportunities to pass the exam.
