Option 3: Black jacket and black dress shirt, blouse, or sweater. Black pants, black socks, black close-toed
shoes.

Water bottles: If you choose to bring a water bottle on stage, please ensure that it is not a “loud” color or a
loud noisemaker.

Because Al-generate content is not necessarily accurate or appropriate, you must assess the validity and
applicability of any submitted Al output. You will not earn full credit if inaccurate, invalid, or inappropriate
information is found in your work.
