Please progress through the course modules in a consistent, regular
way. | have provided start dates and links to each module below and in the Canvas calendar with which | highly
recommend you keep up. You are free to progress through this course as quickly as you like, but avoid falling
behind.

Tests

There are six Canvas tests in this course covering the major periods of Western music history. Each test is
comprised of multiple choice questions and music listening examples. All tests are active at the start of the term,
but each test has a strict due date after which it will no longer be available. This is to help keep you progressing
through the course at a steady pace.

A module must be entirely completed (read) in order to unlock a test. One can not 'jump' directly to a test
without first having gone through the corresponding module.

Since all tests in this course are available starting the first day of class, and all test deadlines are published
ahead of time, there are no test make-ups, extensions or extra-credit for missing a test deadline. Please record
all test due dates in your calendar and avoid waiting until the last minute to take them in the event you run into
an unforeseen issue. Missing a test will reduce your final grade by approximately 13%.

At the end of some modules you will be asked
to write and upload a short essay responding to this question. As you write your essays you may use whatever
sources you like, except Al.

As part of this course you will work together in an online group to create an annotated playlist representing one
of the music historic periods. Groups will be assigned during the first couple of weeks of class. The project is due
on or before.
