Everyone is 

having to adjust to new ways of learning and working right now. I too will have distractions when I am teaching, 

especially from home.

1. Archaeology Essentials: Theories/Methods/Practice, 4th edition, Authors: Colin Renfrew and Paul Bahn, Thames 

and Hudson. 

2. Additional readings will be posted on the course Canvas site. 

 

Catalogue description: Examines the beginnings of human cultures and the methods used to reconstruct and interpret the 

prehistoric human past. Includes consideration of the ethics of archaeological research as well as the question of who 

should be the guardian of human remains. Considers contemporary applications of archaeology as well as its relation to 

other disciplines.  

 

Course description and objectives: Anthropology 3360 is an introduction to the field of archaeology. This course is 

designed for Social Science majors and non-majors to gain an appreciation for archaeology as a non-renewable resource. 

Students will engage with the theories and methods used by contemporary archaeologists by study the material culture of 

past and present peoples. Although you will learn the location of archaeological sites as well as the definition of 

associated terms, this course’s objective is not to promote or reward memorization. Instead, you will be expected to be 

reflective, think critically, and write effectively on a variety of archaeological topics. By the end of the course you will be 

able to provide an archaeological context for understanding past and present societies as well as applying that context to 

our everyday lives. My goals for the course are to convey to you how fascinating and challenging archaeology can be and 

hopefully interest some of you to pursue archaeology as a profession, but if not, at least you will gain insight and 

appreciation into evaluating archaeological discoveries in the news, movies, and in documentaries.   

 

Course format: Class lectures and discussions will be supplemented by the required text, articles, current events, and 

videos. Lectures and readings will not necessarily cover the same ground. Indeed, they are intended to supplement each 

other rather than to completely overlap. I strongly recommend that you attend every lecture and carefully study the

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assigned readings. I encourage relevant questions and comments during the lecture. A question you have other students 

might also have, and thoughtful remarks will make the course more interesting for everyone, including myself.  

Class Etiquette: I expect everyone in the classroom to be respectful of each other and treat everyone with dignity – we 

have discussions about issues and topics that might challenge your worldview. I expect comments to be positive and 

objective and not judgmental and rude. 

 

Grading: The course grade will be based on three exams (Exam 1, Exam 2, and the Final) and three homework 

assignments.   

 

Exams: The exams will cover material from class including slides, discussions, presentations, guest 

lectures, readings, and videos. Exam 1 will cover material from the first part of the course. Exam 2 will 

cover material from the second part of the course and the Final will cover material from the last part of 

the course. The exams will be taken online in the Canvas course site. You will have 90 minutes to 

complete each exam. You cannot pause the time on the exam. Once you begin, you must complete the 

exam in one sitting. You may take an exam only once. The format of the exam could include multiple 

choice, true/false short answer, and short answer questions. See the schedule listed below for exact exam 

dates. Usually, I will open the exam a couple of days before the exam is due.  

 

Homework Assignments: There are three assignments to be completed. Instructions will be posted on 

Canvas. See the schedule listed below for due dates. 5 points will be deducted each day for late 

assignments.

 Completing the process for tuition exemptions or waivers through Financial Aid  

 

State-Mandated Course Drop Policy  

Texas law prohibits a student who began college for the first time in Fall 2007 or thereafter from dropping more than six 

courses during their entire undergraduate career. This includes courses dropped at another 2-year or 4-year Texas public

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college or university. For purposes of this rule, a dropped course is any course that is dropped after the census date (See
