An introduction to financial statements and their use in decision making. Topics include the accounting
cycle, concepts and principles used in recording equity, revenues and expenses and internal controls.

1. Students will use basic accounting terminology and the assumptions, principles, and constraints of
the accounting environment.
2. Students will identify the difference between accrual and cash basis accounting.
3. Students analyze and record business events in accordance with U.S. generally accepted accounting
principles (GAAP).
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4. Students will prepare adjusting entries and close the general ledger.

5. Students will prepare financial statements in an appropriate U.S. GAAP format, including the
following: income statement, balance sheet, statement of cash flows, and statement of shareholders’
equity.

6. Students will analyze and interpret financial statements using financial analysis techniques.

7. Students will describe the conceptual differences between International Financial Reporting
Standards and U.S. generally accepted accounting principles.

6.2 Homework and Class handouts

6.6 Proctorio/ProctorU
