Course Objective

This is the second course in investments and portfolio management. It is designed to
introduce students to more advanced financial securities such as options and futures.
Other topics covered include issues associated with international investing and top-down
analysis of securities. We then discuss the basic concepts of behavioral finance and
technical analysis. We conclude with issues investors encounter when managing their
own portfolios.

Upon the completion of the course, you should be able to:

» Explain how options and futures can be used for hedging and speculation.

* Explain the advantages and disadvantages of international investing.

* Describe how to conduct a top-down analysis of a firm’s common stock starting with
the global economy, followed by domestic economy, target industry and finally the target
firm.

* Describe the basic concepts and terms of behavioral finance and technical analysis.

* Understand factors to consider when managing your own portfolio such as choosing
brokers and financial advisors and timing trades.

 Understand returns and risks of investing in preferred stocks, real estate,
tangibles/collectibles and cryptocurrencies.

Course Structure

The course begins with a general overview of derivative securities such as options, futures
and swaps. We then look at the risks and rewards of international investing. Next we
conduct a top-down analysis of the value of a firm’s stock. Finally, we conclude with an
introduction to the basic concepts and terms of behavioral finance and technical analysis.
To achieve these goals, students will be required to:

1. Read assigned textbook chapters and Powerpoint course slides.

2. Attend lectures regularly

3. Visit course Canvas regularly.

4. Complete every homework assignment and take every unit quiz.
