Course Objectives:

The objective of this course is to provide the student with the basic analytical tools necessary to
make value-enhancing financial decisions. Topics covered in the course include the analysis of
financial statements, valuation of financial assets, estimation of cost of capital, capital budgeting
decisions, capital structure decisions, and mergers and acquisitions.

Course requirements:
Students are expected to follow the lectures closely. Reviewing the end-of-chapter questions in
addition to completing their assignments is strongly recommended.

You are welcome to use another type/brand financial calculator; however, it is your
responsibility to figure out how to solve problems using it.
