UDL Project: This project will provide you with the ability to show what you have learned during this semester. More
information will be shared in class.

IEP Project: You will create a standards-based IEP for a student who demonstrates a mild/moderate disability.
More information will be provided in class.

Social Story: You will create a social story to address the social needs of a student. More information will be
provided in class.

Course Policies

0 Attendance. Your attendance and participation are important and required to do well
in this course.
