Course Description:

This graduate educational technology course is designed to introduce students to current trends
and issues in educational technology. Students will take a constructivist approach to develop a
leadership vision for implications of past, current, and future developments in educational
technology.

Evaluation and Grading

Your course grade will be based on the following course activities:
Reading Discussions — (5 total) 20%

Engaging in dialogue with other students on current trends and critical issues related to the
course topic is an important component of this course. Discussions typically relate to
assigned textbook readings or provided through supplemental course resources. It is
imperative that you complete the readings on time, so that you can participate in the
discussions. Discussions may take place in Canvas, on Social Media, in online conferences,
or breakout rooms.

A typical online discussion in Canvas requires 4-5 posts: one initial response to the
discussion prompt, followed by 3-4 responses to other students’ posts and/or replies. Initial
posts are typically due by Thursday each week and replies are due by Sunday (except in the
last week of the course).

Lesson Quizzes — 10%
There will be quizzes given during the lecture and/or readings in the modules.

Teaching Strategies: Lecture, model lessons, project-based learning, writing-based
assignments, collaboration, reflection, technology portfolio,
discussions, textbook readings, and social media applications.
