You are expected to select three quantitative articles that are published within the last 10
years (oldest year accepted 2013) in a peer-reviewed counseling journal (Journal of
Counselor Development, Counselor Education and Supervision, etc. Please refer to the
list of counseling journals if you need help identifying journals). The article selection
paper should be 2-3 pages (not including title page and references) follows APA 7
guidelines (title page, running head, in-text citation, references, formatting, etc.), and
should include the information below for each article:

6. MIXED-METHOD ARTICLE SELECTION: This assignment is designed to assess
your skills in identifying mixed-method methodology in your topic of interest.

You are expected to select three mixed-method articles that are published within the last
10 years (oldest year accepted 2013) in a peer-reviewed counseling journal (Journal of
Counselor Development, Counselor Education and Supervision, etc. Please refer to the
list of counseling journals if you need help identifying journals). The article selection
paper should be 2-4 pages (not including title page and references) follows APA 7
guidelines (title page, running head, in-text citation, references, formatting, etc.), and
should include the information below for each article:

o What are the research design details (i.e., sample, procedures, data and statistical analysis
utilized)?
Make sure to select articles on a topic(s) that are interesting to you or you would like to
learn more about because you will complete your final paper on one of these articles of your
choice.

7. FINAL ARTICLE SELECTION: This assignment is designed to assess your skills in
identifying a topic of interest, and finding articles related to that topic from different
methodologies.

You are expected to select three articles from your previous submissions. Each article
should represent one of the research designs (one qualitative, one quantitative, and one
mixed-method). The article selection paper should be 2-4 pages (not including the title
page and references) following APA 7 guidelines (title page, running head, in-text citation,
references, formatting, etc.). In this paper you are expected to address all the previously
provided feedback and include the information below for each article:

» Title

* What is the purpose of the study (include the research question/hypothesis, if
applicable)?

* What are the research design details (i.e., sample, procedures, data, and statistical
analysis utilized)?

Make sure to select articles on a topic(s) that are interesting to you or you would like to
learn more about because you will complete your final paper on one of these articles of
your choice.

8 ARTICLE REVIEW: This assignment is designed to assess skill acquisition in regards
to being able to read, understand, and critique articles from the counseling field. More
details of the final paper will be discussed in class. Each student will complete an article
critique as the final paper. Articles may reflect a variety of research methodologies (i.e.,
quantitative, qualitative, or mixed method). Students are expected to evaluate all
sections of the article (i.e., the introduction/literature review, research design, sampling
procedures, and measurement and data collection procedures of the study, results, and
discussion/conclusion). Details for each section are described in the Final Paper
Instructions (available on CANVAS>Assignments).

EXTRA CREDIT OPPORTUNITIES

Students have the option to complete the final class evaluation and submit the completion page
to CANVAS to receive 0.5 pts extra credit. More details will be discussed in class. I do not
round up, so to ensure you are receiving the grade you are hoping for please make sure to utilize
every opportunity for extra credit.

taking, keeping, misplacing, or damaging the property of The University of Texas at Tyler, or
of another, if the student knows or reasonably should know that an unfair academic
advantage would be gained by such conduct; and

o  misrepresenting facts, including providing false grades or resumes, for the purpose of
obtaining an academic or financial benefit or injuring another student academically or
financially.

ii.  “Plagiarism” is representing someone else's ideas and work as your own. Plagiarism includes
not only copying verbatim, but also rephrasing the ideas of another without properly
acknowledging the source. As you prepare and submit work to meet course requirements,
whether a draft or a final version of a paper or project, take great care to distinguish your
own ideas and language from information derived from sources. Sources include published
primary and secondary materials, electronic media, and information and opinions gained
directly from other people.

ii.  “Collusion” includes, but is not limited to, the unauthorized collaboration with another
person in preparing academic assignments offered for credit or collaboration with another
person to commit a violation of any section of the rules on scholastic dishonesty.

iv.  All written work that is submitted will be subject to review by plagiarism software.
