Course Catalog Description: This course provides a survey of the practice of
psychology and counseling from an ethical and professional viewpoint. Consideration is
given to such things as the rules of the psychology and counseling boards, ethical case
studies, and professional practices.

e Be familiar with, able to interpret, and apply the ethical principles outlined by their
respective licensing authority (e.g., American Psychological Association, American
Counseling Association).

e Be familiar with licensing requirements and related ethical issues (e.g., Licensed
Professional Counselor, Licensed Psychologist).

e Be familiar with, able to interpret and abide by state and federal laws related to the
provision of mental health services.

e Be able to discuss major ethical and legal principles and issues associated with the
field of mental health.

e Be able to express an understanding of the importance of developing competence
in providing services to culturally diverse clientele.

e Demonstrate an ability to research ethical considerations and communicate about
working with specific populations.

e Be able to engage in the process of ethical decision making when navigating
challenging ethical issues that may arise in the mental health field.

Evaluation and Grading (400 points total):

1) Participation (100 total points): Students are asked to actively engage in virtual
discussion assignments throughout the semester. There are five (5) discussion
assignments throughout that are worth 20 points each. For these assignments, we
will generally be using Flip through our Canvas course. These discussion
assignments will require that you record a video of yourself and upload it to the
platform.

2) Quizzes (100 total points): Students will be asked to complete a total of four (4)
quizzes throughout the semester to ensure understanding of content being
presented. Each quiz is worth 25 points.

3) Course Project (Midterm and Final- 200 total points): Each student will be asked to
select a special topic for a multi-step project for the course. As a component of
each step, students will be asked to provide peer feedback during each step. After
selecting a topic, each student will be asked to create an outline of their project
(midterm) and response to one other class member’s outline. This initial step is
worth 100 points total and is in part, meant to help guide the final project
presentation (final). The final project presentation will be a polished presentation
uploaded using Flip, with each student being assigned peers to provide feedback
to. This final presentation and associated feedback are worth 100 points. A
thorough grading rubric guide and details of each step of this project will be
available on our Canvas course.

4) Extra Credit: Students will be offered opportunities throughout the semester to earn
extra credit points.

Grade Replacement/Forgiveness and Census Date Policies

Students repeating a course for grade forgiveness (grade replacement) must file a Grade
Replacement Contract with the Enrollment Services Center (ADM 230) on or before the
Census Date of the semester in which the course will be repeated. (For Fall, the Census
Grade Replacement Contracts are available in the Enrollment Services Center or at
http://www.uttyler.edu/registrar. Each semester’'s Census Date can be found on the
Contract itself, on the Academic Calendar, or in the information pamphlets published each
semester by the Office of the Registrar. Failure to file a Grade Replacement Contract will

result in both the original and repeated grade being used to calculate your overall grade
point average. Undergraduates are eligible to exercise grade replacement for only three
course repeats during their career at UT Tyler; graduates are eligible for two grade
replacements. Full policy details are printed on each Grade Replacement Contract. The
Census Date is the deadline for many forms and enrollment actions of which students
need to be aware. These include:

» Submitting Grade Replacement Contracts, Transient Forms, requests to withhold
directory information, approvals for taking courses as Audit, Pass/Fail or Credit/No Credit.
* Receiving 100% refunds for partial withdrawals. (There is no refund for these after the
Census Date)

» Schedule adjustments (section changes, adding a new class, dropping without a “W”
grade)

* Being reinstated or re-enrolled in classes after being dropped for non-payment

» Completing the process for tuition exemptions or waivers through Financial Aid
State-Mandated Course Drop Policy Texas law prohibits a student who began college for
the first time in Fall 2007 or thereafter from dropping more than six courses during their
entire undergraduate career. This includes courses dropped at another 2-year or 4-year
Texas public college or university. For purposes of this rule, a dropped course is any
course that is dropped after the census date (See Academic Calendar for the specific
date). Exceptions to the 6-drop rule may be found in the catalog. Petitions for exemptions
must be submitted to the Enrollment Services Center and must be accompanied by
documentation of the extenuating circumstance. Please contact the Enroliment Services
Center if you have any questions.

* possession during a test of materials which are not authorized by the person giving the
test, such as class notes or specifically designed “crib notes”. The presence of textbooks
constitutes a violation if they have been specifically prohibited by the person administering
the test;

* using, buying, stealing, transporting, or soliciting in whole or part the contents of an
unadministered test, test key, homework solution, or computer program;

» collaborating with or seeking aid from another student during a test or other assignment
without authority;

» discussing the contents of an examination with another student who will take the
examination;

« divulging the contents of an examination, for the purpose of preserving questions for use
by another, when the instructor has designated that the examination is not to be removed
from the examination room or not to be returned or to be kept by the student;

» substituting for another person, or permitting another person to substitute for one self to
take a course, a test, or any course-related assignment;

* paying or offering money or other valuable thing to, or coercing another person to obtain
an unadministered test, test key, homework solution, or computer program or information
about an unadministered test, test key, home solution or computer program;

« falsifying research data, laboratory reports, and/or other academic work offered for
credit;

» taking, keeping, misplacing, or damaging the property of The University of Texas at
Tyler, or of another, if the student knows or reasonably should know that an unfair
academic advantage would be gained by such conduct; and
