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As a result of taking this class, students will be able to:

Define healthcare using a holistic perspective.

Explain the terms “complementary” and “alternative health” and give examples of each.
Access and analyze current complementary and alternative health research projects.
Compare and contrast several types of scientific research methods.

Distinguish among various types of advertising marketing practices.



6. Describe and analyze the U.S. healthcare delivery system.

7. Compare/contrast the training of allopathic and osteopathic physicians with the training of various
alternative practitioners.

8. Assess the credibility of alternative health practices (such as naturopathy, homeopathy,
acupuncture, etc.) by examining current or past research.

9. Explain various definitions of quackery and identify fraudulent practices.

10. Compare and contrast various types of health insurance.

11. Identify the federal agencies and current laws for consumer protection.

Engagement:

A record of course activity and access will be maintained. There will be NO MAKEUPS of quizzes,
assignments or major exams. No “extra credit” is available in this course.

Evaluation:

Quizzes: These consist of short, timed questions about the reading material, assighments, and
vocabulary. The lowest quiz grade will be dropped. A missed quiz or unsubmitted quiz will be counted as
one of the lowest grades to be dropped. (If you are working from an unstable computer it is your
responsibility to locate a stable computer on which to take quizzes when they are posted online) NO
LATE QUIZZES ACCEPTED.

Assignments: These are designed to reinforce learning and/or to give students an opportunity to
stay regularly engaged in reading while developing a professional vocabulary. Homework assignments
are to be the student’s own work, and due on the assigned due date. NO LATE WORK IS ACCEPTED

Midterm Exam: this exam will be comprised of questions base on material from class activities,
readings, internet activities, quizzes and homework assignments completed during the didactic portion
of the course. [required]

Final Exam: cumulative over the semester. The final exam is similar in form and question type
(objective questions) as the midterm exam. [required: if final exam is not completed by the deadline the
student will receive a semester grade based upon accumulated points during the semester.

» Textbook Lectures, Selected Topics & CANVAS: This course was designed around reading
assignments in your textbook [primarily] as the “backbone” of its structure. Reading material will
often relate to a corresponding CANVAS activity but sometimes it will not. Because topical material
other than “textbook” topics may be presented, it is your responsibility to compile your own study
notes. Assigned reading material, special topic lecture material and CANVAS provided material which
are part of your learning environment. It is important to your success that you be consistently
engaged in all aspects of these course components.

1. Assignments and quizzes correspond to module content taken primarily from textbook
chapter readings. Combined they are worth 110 points.

2. Midterm exam is worth 100 points.

3. Final exam (covering the entire course) is worth 100 points.

Midterm and final exams will be timed objective-type exams (multiple choice, true or false, short answer, and fill in
the blank [FIB]. These exams may or may not require administration in a “live” setting which may require an exam
proctor.

Content of the midterm exam will be limited to material covered between the date of the exam and the start of the
semester including the questions over the syllabus. The final exam will be cumulative covering the entire semester.
Quizzes and assignments will be administered on a regular basis throughout the course.

Major exams are adjusted to the top score in the class. For example, if the top score on the midterm is a 95 then that
score is adjusted by 5 points to a score of 100. All other students will have their scores adjusted upward by 5 points
as well.

Scores on major exams will NOT be visible in the gradebook until all score adjustments are completed by the
instructor.

repeated grade being used to calculate your overall grade point average. Undergraduates will receive
grade forgiveness (grade replacement) for only three course repeats; graduates, for two course repeats
during his/her career at UT Tyler.

Course Drop Policy:

Texas law prohibits a student who began college for the first time in Fall 2007 or thereafter from
dropping more than six courses during their entire undergraduate career. This includes courses dropped
at another 2-year or 4-year Texas public college or university. For purposes of this rule, a dropped
course is any course that is dropped after the 12th day of class (See Schedule of Classes for the specific
date).
